Judges.

Any veterinary or farrier expenses incurred at the Show are the responsibility of the owner.

No responsibility will be accepted for any injury, damage, or accident to any persons,
animals or property.

It shall be deemed a condition of entry to the Showground that all persons agree to
indemnify the organisers and land owners against any legal action arising from any
incident.
